· Ensure the specification can be tested and evaluated later.
Section C – Generating and Developing Design Ideas
· Create a range of initial ideas showing creativity and innovation.
· Use sketches, CAD models, mock-ups to communicate concepts.
· Annotate to explain decisions about materials, manufacturing, ergonomics, etc.
· Develop ideas by evaluating against the specification and user feedback.
· Refine and justify the final design proposal.
Section D – Manufacturing a Prototype
· Plan how to make the prototype (tools, materials, processes, timescales).
· Follow health and safety procedures.

· Apply quality control and check tolerances.
· Document the making process with photos and notes.

· Gather user and client feedback on performance and usability.

· Suggest improvements or further developments.
· Reflect on how well the product meets user needs and sustainability considerations.
